Please do not use plastic bags.

Residents who correctly participate in the 
Organics Program are in compliance with 
State law (SB 1383) and local requirements, 
and are helping to:
✔	 Preserve landfill space,
✔	 Reduce the production/release of 

greenhouse gasses at the landfill,

collection vehicles, and
✔	 Create nutrient-rich soil for use on 

farms and in parks, yards, roadsides, 
and more.

Important Reminder 
Traditional and bio/ 
compostable plastic bags 
prevent food from breaking 
down in our anaerobic 
digester and sometimes 
contaminate finished 
compost. Please do not use 
them in your kitchen pail or green cart.
To control moisture or odors:
✔	 Wrap juicy scraps in newspaper or 

paper towels. Or, contain in a paper 
bag or paper to-go container. Freeze 
first if desired.

✔	 Layer food scraps with yard trimmings, 
newspaper, or a piece of cardboard.

✔	 Rinse out your green cart as needed. 
Let drain over a landscaped area.

✔	 Sprinkle baking soda or spray a little 
citrus oil into the cart.

✔	 Put your cart at the curb for service 
every week — even if it is not full.

✔	 Keep the lid to your green cart closed.

Learn how to transform yard trimmings and certain 
food scraps into rich soil for your own garden. The 
San Mateo County Office of Sustainability offers 
discounted compost bins and free workshops.
