Limit of 5 gallons
of il and 5 filters per collection day.

# Take HHW to a free drop-off event hosted by San Mateo County.
Visit smchealth.org/hhw or call 650.363.4718 for days, times,
locations, and a list of acceptable items. An appointment is
required.

+ Drop-off up to 10 gallons of latex or oil-based paint for no
charge at any location listed on PaintCare.org. Paint must be in
original containers with labels.

+ Bring automotive batteries, motor oil & filters, paint, antifreeze
and sharps to Blue Line Transfer. There is no disposal charge
for residential customers. Cooking oil, household batteries,
fluorescent bulbs and tubes are also accepted but fees apply.
